It Items of Public Concern: Sophia Rogalevich addressed the Board regarding the
possibility of reducing class size in the fourth grade by designating an additional section.

Superintendent Pazanin replied that current enrollment numbers were being evaluated
and a decision would be made before the end of the week.

Laurie Barnowski expressed her concerns pertaining to the district’s informing parents
about their child’s kindergarten schedule.

Superintendent Pazanin informed the audience that this was the earliest the district has
ever distributed this information to the parents.

There were no School Related Organization reports.
The Board discussed the Post-Referendum Considerations.

Teacher David Jesmer shared a hand-out with the Board regarding area school
districts’sports participation fees.

The Board discussed 2008-2009 school year pay to play options.

The Board recommended a $50.00 fee per sport with a cap of $250 per family for the
school year. Formal action will occur at the September School Board meeting.

President Gallichio discussed the possibility of starting ad Adopt-An-Island Program.
Families and groups would “adopt” a section of the district’s grounds and be responsible
for cutting grass, weeding, planting flowers, etc.

A. Springfield: The State is rescoring all the 2008 school year ISAT tests. There is
continuing discussion about the Constitutional Convention issue on the November
ballot.

B. New School Year: The current estimated student count in 1,560. The largest
grade at this time is second grade. Three classrooms have been allotted for Early
Childhood. There are two pre-school screenings scheduled for September 3 and
10.

C. RTI (Response to Intervention): Each administrator has been assigned a
component of RTI.

The two initial goals are to develop and submit a formal plan to Springfield by the
January 1 deadline and to finalize the implementation plan for the 2009 — 2010 school
year.

D. 2008 — 2009 School Year Budget Draft: The budget draft is available for public
review. The adoption of the budget will be an agenda item for the September
School Board meeting.

In Miscellaneous Items: The Board approved to pay the Big Hollow SEDOL portion of
the building bond in August, but SEDOL has not finalized the sales date of the bond.
Therefore, the payment will be made in September.

President Gallichio informed the Board that Jones Transportation would charge St.
Bede’s $202.00 a day, not including fuel costs, for 2008-2009 bus service.

President Gallichio contacted St. Bede’s regarding the cost and St. Bede’s declined the
busing option.

Superintendent Pazanin reported that the district has hired 28 new teachers.
